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IV.2 Dress Code and Appearance 

LCS Secondary Uniform/Dress Code Objectives: 

• Promote modesty. 

• Identification as Lubbock Christian School students.  

• Promote the Lubbock Christian Eagle brand.  

• Promote student professionalism.  

 

DRESS CODE EXPECTATIONS 

• Clothing shall promote modesty, be in good condition, hemmed, and free of words, and/or slogans not 

associated with the Lubbock Christian School Eagle brand. This does not include small logos such as 

Under Armor/Adidas, etc. that are included on garments purchased from various LCS booster clubs, and 

school groups. 

• College t-shirts, hoodies, and/or sweatshirts with college name, mascot and/or logo are allowed only on 

designated days.  

•  No slippers, flip-flops, athletic slides, or similar type house shoes allowed.  

• Pants and shorts 

o Athletic/leisure shorts are not allowed.  

▪ Athletic/leisure shorts are characterized by drawstrings and elastic waistbands only. 

Determination as to what constitutes an athletic/leisure short will be at the discretion of 

school administrators.  

o No cut-offs, jean shorts, frayed hems, cuts or holes in jeans or shorts.  

o No joggers, sweatpants, or wind pants allowed except on designated days.  

o No jeggings or extremely tight-fitting pants. 

• Short and skort length 

o Shorts and skorts shall not be shorter than 4 inches (height of a standard envelope) above the 

knee.  

• Tights may be worn under dress code length skorts. Tights shall be solid black with no fishnet or 

patterns allowed.  

• Headwear (including hats, sunglasses, bandanas, beanies, scarves) shall not be worn inside the building 

except on designated days.  

 

DAILY UNIFORM 

All clothing pieces must meet Dress Code Expectations listed above.  

Girls: 

 Top:    

• LC polo, short/long-sleeve  (blue, white, black, yellow)   OR 

• LC/Eagle branded sweatshirt/hoody/1/4 zip (blue, white, black, yellow, gray) 

o Students choosing to wear an approved hoody/sweatshirt are not required to wear an 

LC polo underneath. However, if they choose not to wear the polo shirt, they may not 

remove the hoody or sweatshirt during the school day.  
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• Tops are available for purchase from Designs in Thread or the LC Eagle Shop.  

  

Bottom:  

• Blue/black jeans  

• Khaki skort. Skorts may be purchased from the approved vendor, Designs in Thread. 

o Skirts are not allowed. 

• Pants (khaki/black) 

• Shorts (khaki, black, or gray) 

Shoes: 

• Athletic shoes, boots, sneakers, boat shoes, sandals, Birkenstock, Crocs, and loafers are 

acceptable.  

 

Boys: 

 Top:    

• LC polo, short/long-sleeve  (blue, white, black, yellow)   OR 

• LC/Eagle branded sweatshirt/hoody/1/4 zip (blue, white, black, yellow, gray) 

o Students choosing to wear an approved hoody/sweatshirt are not required to wear an 

LC polo underneath. However, if they choose not to wear the polo shirt, they may not

On days that the Dress Uniform is required students will be expected to remain in the Dress Uniform for the
