While the school does not
represent itself as a Church, we appreciate our heritage as it has helped us
define our identity and continues to influence our future.

DUAL CREDIT

Dual credit is offered through local institutions of higher
education, including Lubbock Christian University and
South Plains College, starting junior year.

TEST PREPARATION
